Course Description

Figure Modeling is the art of describing human form in a plastic (capable of being molded) material, with or without an armature.  To model:  to shape or fashion in a plastic material.  Clay and wax are the most common materials, and the artist’s hands are the main tools, though metal and wood implements are often employed in shaping form.  Modeling is an ancient technique, as indicated by prehistoric clay figures from Egypt, and continues to be used today in figure modeling as well as in high-tech industries like automobile design.  Modeling is an additive process, in which the sculptor has the option of correcting mistakes by removing or reshaping material, as opposed to carving, the other main sculptural technique, in which portions of a hard substance (marble, granite, limestone, ivory, etc.) are cut away to reveal form.  Our class will focus on modeling in water-based clay on an armature.  In the first & second sessions we will develop a portrait.  In the third and fourth sessions we will develop a full figure. 

Course Objectives
1. Develop conceptual and perceptual skills in order to make an accurate and expressive representation of a portrait and figure in clay.
2. Develop skills of symmetry and proportion – the balance of parts between themselves and the whole.
WEEK 1 / JULY 15

SELF-PORTRAIT STUDY






· Morning – Students will construct a head armature and begin applying clay to build up the basic form for a portrait study.
· Afternoon – Students will develop the fundamental forms of the head, neck and shoulders, using themselves as models.

WEEK 2 / JULY 22

SELF-PORTRAIT STUDY, CONTINUED



· Morning – Based on the concepts learned from last week’s session, students will develop the features, hair, and neck muscles using themselves as the model. 
· Afternoon – Students will continue working on the self-portrait, bringing it to a conclusion.
WEEK 3 / JULY 29

FULL FIGURE STUDY






· Morning – With an armature supplied by the Academy, students will begin a full figure study in clay.  
· Afternoon – Students will continue the study possibly breaking the mornings’ effort down and beginning anew. 

WEEK 4 / AUGUST 5
FULL FIGURE STUDY, CONTINUED




· Morning - Students will begin a new study from the full model.
· Afternoon – Continuation and conclusion of the full figure study.
N.B.   Each session will begin with a brief lecture and demonstration. The main focus will be on developing forms geometrically.
