WEEK 1 / JULY 16 

LINE ETCHING








· Students will be introduced to traditional line etching using zinc plates.

· Plate preparation and etching techniques will be covered.

· Students will print a small edition in black and white using the etching press.

· Students will explore a variety of line qualities to make their images. We will look at Van Gogh and Albrecht Dürer for inspiration.

WEEK 2 / JULY 23  
RELIEF









· Medium Format relief prints carved from Gomuban Relief Printing Plates.

· Students will complete a two-step reduction print in black and white and color.

· Traditional cutting, hand printing, and editioning methods will be covered.

· Graphic contrast and line will be key elements. Students will look at Hale Woodruff’s linocut prints for inspiration.

WEEK 3 / JULY 30 

MONOTYPES








· Students will explore dark field, light field, and trace monotype techniques.

· Press printing and hand printing methods using monochromatic colors.

· The use of line and tone to create images will be emphasized.

· Students will learn a brief history of the key artists associated with the processes including Hercules Sephers, Paul Gauguin, and Edgar Degas.

WEEK 4 / AUGUST
 6
SCREENPRINTING








· One color photo screen print project on paper with the option of printing on a t-shirt, fabric or bag.*
· Students will design a linear composition on acetate with the option of incorporating a digital component as part of the layout.

· Students will learn about photo emulsion and how to use an exposure unit to burn the image into the screen.

· Acrylic water based inks will be used to print images.
*  Students are encouraged to bring their own t-shirt, bag, or other fabric item for this project.
