Course Description

This course is a general survey of the basic principles of oil painting.  The control and handling of oil paint, the dynamics of color (mixing and temperature), composition, and the selection of subject matter will be our primary focus.  This class will utilize reference materials such as slide presentations, reproductions and, when applicable, gallery and museum visits in order to establish a wide reference base and a historical context for painting concepts and techniques.

Topics will include fundamental elements of painting such as:

· Choice of a support (canvas, paper or panel preparation)

· Selection of pigments and the choice of a palette (earth or prismatic)

· Brush selection and various mediums

· Values and the modeling of form

· Composition and design (positive/negative space relationships)

· Subject matter and content

· Color theory (temperature, complements and the expressive use of color)

Course Objectives 

Our goal will be to understand the materials and techniques of painting and to expand the possibilities inherent in the medium of painting as an expressive art form.  Additionally, we will begin to build a vocabulary to clearly articulate the formal qualities to be found in a given work of art, and develop a heightened appreciation for subject matter, content and meaning. 
Course Format 
· Painting and drawing exercises will be based on observation, from both the still life and the figure.

· Handouts will help to illuminate core concepts and techniques.
