TELLING TALES: AN ARTS AND LANGUAGE ARTS TOUR meets the following curriculum standards:

Pennsylvania Academic Standards for Reading, Writing, Speaking and Listening

1.3 Reading, Analyzing and Interpreting Literature

All grades will identify and respond to sound and structures in poetry and identify poetic forms. They will also write original works of poetry utilizing different poetic forms.

Given analytical level of each grade, grades 3-5 will:

Identify literary elements in stories including characters, setting, plot, theme and point of view.

Read and respond to nonfiction and fiction including poetry and drama.

1.4 Types of Writing

Given the analytical level of each grade, grades 3-8 will:

Write narrative pieces, poems and multi-paragraph stories using relevant illustrations, dialogue, and details and write information pieces like descriptions and letters. 

1.5 Quality of Writing

All grades will write with a sharp, distinct focus using well-developed content appropriate for the topic and controlled and/or subtle organization. 

1.6 Speaking and Listening
All grades will listen to selections of literature and to others and ask pertinent, probing questions. They will be challenged to use skills appropriate to formal speech like volume, pronunciation, and pace. They will also participate in small and large group discussions and presentations to deliver reports, state opinions, and ask questions.

Pennsylvania Academic Standards for the Arts and Humanities, Grades 3 - 12

9.1 Production and Examination of Visual Arts
All grades will know and use elements of visual arts, including color, form, line, space, contrast, proportion, repetition as well as produce original works of art by painting, drawing, or making crafts. Recognize and use fundamental vocabulary appropriate to works of visual art and use basic traditional media to create works of art that demonstrate how arts can communicate experience and theme.

9.2 Historical and Cultural Contexts:

All grades will identify, explain and/or analyze the following issues regarding a work of visual art: 

the work’s cultural context, its relation to a specific point in history and a specific art historical style, the vocabulary used between social sciences and art, the characteristics of work from North America and Pennsylvania, specifically, the philosophical beliefs impacting the art, the cultural differences between works of art, the various traditions influencing the creation of art, the common themes and techniques used in works of art.

9.3 Critical Response:

All grades will recognize, identify and explain the examination of works of art through comparing and contrasting, analysis, interpretation, use of hypotheses and creation and evaluation of judgments. They will classify materials and skills used to create works of art, forms of art and styles of art.

Given analytical level of each grade, grades 3 – 8 will:

Know, describe and analyze the elements, principles, concepts and characteristics of different works of art as well as explain meanings of works of art, critically compare and contrast works of art and critically evaluate art with appropriate vocabulary. They will know and identify similar and different characteristics among works of art, know the critical process used in identifying characteristics, and apply criticism independently. The will know what a critic’s position is in relation to works of art, and compare and contrast different critical positions about selected works.

9.4 Aesthetic Response

All grades will respond to philosophical statements about art, identify symbols in art, express an informed opinion about art, and understand multiple opinions as well as recognize, explain, describe and analyze subject matter, themes, and philosophies. They will also learn to communicate individual opinions about the meaning of works of art and analyze the effects that art has on communities. Students will recognize, identify and describe how an audience’s environment influences aesthetic responses.
