Consider
the following key elements of a successful
portfolio:

TECHNICAL SKILL

Provide examples of observational work,
especially drawing. An observational work is any
piece that you create while looking at actual
subject matter, such as a still-life or portrait. We
recommend not using photographs for
reference, as it is important to evaluate your
ability to render a three-dimensional space.

AMBITION

Ambition can mean a lot of things -
experimenting with size, materials, subject

matter, etc. Include work made outside of class UPLOADING YOUR WORK
assignments, and make sure you identify it as DO:
