o Thursday – Saturday, March 22 – 24, from the CE Office (3rd Floor, Hamilton Building, via the 

Student Entrance on Lenfest Plaza) 
o Work unclaimed by 1:30 p.m. on Saturday, March 24, will be discarded at the convenience of the 

gallery coordinator. 

 Guidelines for accepted artwork: 
o Work accepted to the exhibition must remain in the gallery for the duration of the show. 
o After the exhibition closes, unsold artwork work must be picked up Saturday - Sunday, April 14 – 

15, 10 a.m. – 5 p.m. from the Alumni Gallery (via Front/Broad St. Entrance). 
o Work unclaimed by 5 p.m. on Sunday, April 15, will be discarded at the convenience of the gallery coordinator.
